Philosophy with Eastern Philosophy beginning with the wisdom of Ancient Egypt.

ABOUT THE U3A TUTOR: Meredith Murray, PhD is a teacher, learner & researcher with a smidge of
philosophical understanding gained from personal study and online courses from Edinburgh University and
Penn State. My classes offer a structured approach to the history of philosophy using visually appealing
graphic slides to illustrate the concepts, combined with some teaching and guided member discussion. There
are no right or wrong answers. Participation is always voluntary. New class members will soon feel at home.

DO YOU NEED CERTAIN QUALIFICATIONS TO BE IN THE CLASS AND HOW DOES IT ALL WORK?

There are no pre-requisite qualifications needed, only a sincere commitment to do a little prep, turn up
regularly and take part with humility and respect. In this class, you will be discussing controversial questions
relating ancient wisdom to modern problems. Doing Philosophy is always challenging. While everyone has the
capacity to contribute from their unique experience of the world, you will find there has to be a lot of give and
take so that everyone gets a chance to say something and offer their ideas for group discussion. After each
class, | send out a copy of the tutorial. Re-reading the tutorials helps you to retain new knowledge and build up
your conceptual understanding. | suggest you create a U3A file on your computer or on a USB stick to store
the many communications that come your way.

WHAT WILL YOU NEED? A reliable computer with a camera and a stable internet connection for home study;
a commitment to attend regularly. As knowledge is cumulative, it is not a good idea to pop in and pop out of
class but set aside class time free from outside appointments. Downloading the Spotify App to your Smart
Phone or computer will give you access to relevant podcasts. Similarly, the Kindle App will find you relevant
books. Download samples containing the introductions to texts will give you the ‘bones’. It is your
responsibility to handle computer problems and to turn up to Zoom class ready. If you have not used Zoom
before you will need to google ‘zoom’ then create a free account and familiarise yourself with it. I send you an
invitation each week (at 1.20) via your personal email address, which contains a link for you to click. Social
interaction begins immediately. We aim to start promptly at 1.45 p.m. If you sign in after that time, you should
you may have to wait in the zoom “waiting room” until it is convenient to let you in without interrupting the
class.
